INSTRUCTIONS for filling out the FAMILY GROUP RECORD (FGR)
(The FGR is a like a worksheet used to gather information about a family unit and, 

 later, entered into a family tree program or document.
GENERAL INSTRUCTIONS:
1.  Complete a FGR for each family, with the data for all family members.  

a)  Include children that have died or were stillborn.

b) Include only the Husband and Wife, if marriage resulted in no children.) 

​2. If a child has married, complete a separate FGR for that child, also. 

3. If a person has married more than once, complete a FGR for each marriage.
4.  Use full name for all names.   (Example:  John William SMITH)

5.  Use complete date for each event: (day month year).  (Always spell out the month) 

(Example:  15 Mar 1980)

6.  Use complete place for each event: (city, county, state).  

(Example:  St Cloud, Stearns, MN)

DETAILED INSTRUCTIONS:
7.   For all persons, enter Birth, Death, and Burial date and place.
8.  For Husband and Wife, enter full name of Father and Mother with their year of (birth-death).
9.  For the Husband, enter Marriage date and place, with listed Wife.
10.  For each child, enter the Gender (M or F), in the space next to child number.

 For each child, enter the name of the spouse, with year of (birth-death), and Marriage date and place, 
11   On the back of the FGR, or on a separate Sheet:

a) Add notes or activities:  Religion, Education, Honors, Employment, Hobbies, etc.  


b) Add biographies, (or write them yourself) about family members, that you feel would enhance your 
   
    family history.

Of course, all information is optional, but a more detailed FGR will result in a more complete family history.  If any of this information is ever placed on the Internet, no Data for living persons would be included; only the Name of a living person will be shown.
